1	Rules

1.	The competition will be conducted in accordance with the rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS).

1.	When the water temperature is below +14ºC, competitors must wear clothing that provides good protection against hypothermia in the water, e.g., a wetsuit or dry suit.

2	Conditions for participation

2	Competitors' boats must be covered by liability insurance.

2	Each competitor must be a member of a club affiliated with the Swedish Sailing Federation or their national authority. The person in charge on board, who is a Swedish citizen, must have a competition license issued by the Swedish Sailing Federation.

3	Registration must be made in Sailarena no later than May 20, 2026.

3.	The registration fee is SEK 1,900 and must be paid in Sailarena when registering.
	The registration fee includes 12 sailing trips, lunch at sea on Saturday and Sunday, a regatta dinner on Saturday evening, and dinner on Sunday evening at Restaurang Blomstermåla.

4	Registration and inspection

4	All crew members must be registered at Sailarena no later than May 20, 2026, or by emailing Pelle Edwall atpelle@blomstermala.se (if you register by email, you pay on site).

4	The person in charge on board must be able to prove club membership and competition license and be able to show the boat's measurement certificate or equivalent.

4.	A boat, crew, or equipment may be inspected at any time for compliance with the rules. On the water, the race committee or technical committee may instruct a boat to immediately proceed to a designated location for inspection.
4.	A competitor who has fallen ill or been injured may be replaced with the approval of the race committee.

7	Implementation

7	12 races are planned.

7	If 6 or fewer races are completed, all races will count.
	If 7 or more races are completed, one (1) will be discarded.

8	Race area and course

8	See course diagram (provided upon registration). The sail takes approx. 15-30 min.

8	Tack – County course. Start and finish in the middle of the course.
	Number of laps will be announced at the helmsman's meeting.

8	The race committee will try to adjust the course so that a race takes approx. 30-40 minutes.

9	Protests and penalties

9	KSR Appendix P applies with the following changes: KSR P2.1 is changed from "two-way penalty" to "one-way penalty."

10	Point calculation

10	At least three races must be completed for the competition to count as a 
a championship.

11	Prizes

11.	Nordic Championship plaques in gold, silver, and bronze will be awarded to the 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place crews. Other prizes will also be awarded.

11	The SSF Competition Rules 2023, Chapter 8 Championships, apply to the awarding of championship badges.
