SAILING ARENA

The Baltic Sea is directly accessible from the Yacht Harbour.

The bay of Ystad is famous for its waves and steady winds from
mainly west and southwest at wind speeds of 10-20 knots.

Other conditions appears mainly when wind is blowing from west
northwest to north and the lowland will create shifty and puffy
conditions.

In summertime wind speed can be in the lower ranges as well
when water gets hotter as well as sea breeze occurs.

Current along the cost exist but it is rare that it exceeds 0.3 knots.

Can be up to 1 knot on its extreme though so attention is required.

In the Baltic Sea there is no tide.

The water temperature can vary a lot between 10-20 Celsius
degrees during the racing period.

The depth is around 6-10 meters in the race area.

The Club has a long history as a sailing club hosting
championships and regattas on the Swedish south coast.

The first Swedish ILCA Championship was held in 1992
and lately has the club hosted ILCA Master Swedish
Championship 2023, ILCA Senior Championship 2024 and
JSM 2025, the National Youth Championship, with four
racecourses and more than 350 dinghies including ILCA4
and ILCA 6.

The club has also weekly youth sailing activities and sailing
schools during the sailing season.

YSS has hosted ORCi Offshore European Championship as
well as a numerous of class boat regattas over the years.




THE CITY AND VENUE
YSTAD

Ystad is a south Swedish summer city with an old well
preserved city center with typical architecture for the area.

The city is a ferry town with connections to Denmark and
Poland

East of the city is the summer area Sandskogen with nice long
sandy beach and old summerhouses built in styles that could
be called “carpentry joy”.

The city has among other attractions also preserved the
famous “Lurblasaren” that blows his horn in the central
Maria Church tower in all quarter every hour during the night
to protect the towns citizens.
